Other topics taught in the Christian Education Programme include:

Developing Schools on the Mission Field

The importance and potential for developing both Bible Colleges and education for children is explored in this class.  The purpose of the class is to open the students’ minds to various means and methods of becoming a missionary.

Storytelling/Drama

Techniques and styles are explored in this course.  The effectiveness of these teaching methods is quickly realised by students as they receive hands on experience in this class.

Christian Schools

This class discusses and explores the possibility of pursuing a ministry in Christian Education through involvement in a Christian School.  As part of this class, students visit a Christian School.

Teaching Teens
The challenge of reaching teens for Christ is discussed.  Various methods and techniques are shared by experienced youth workers.

Modern Technology/Power Point Training
Realising that teaching methods are undergoing great technological enhancement, this class gives students an opportunity to become proficient in the basics of using power point to teach.

Counselling/Personality Traits

Understanding the various personality types enables teachers to effectively communicate with those they endeavour to teach.  This class helps prospective Christian Educators to know how to deal effectively with each individual.

Child Evangelism Around the World

Realising the importance of training for the future, this class taps into the tremendous potential of reaching the world’s children.  Methods and facilities suitable for different cultures are examined and discussed.

Christian Teachers in Secular Schools

This class seeks to help students appreciate the balance between secular demands and their Christian faith.
