MAJOR COURSE DESCRIPTIONS
The following classes are being offered in addition to core classes and will consist of up to two hours of additional training on specified weeks.  Students are notified each week of scheduled major classes.

The courses are listed in the order they are taught each term.  The order of the courses is designed to cover relevant topics in each specific field that will prepare the student for effective ministry in this specialised area.

MISSIONS
Term 1
The Call to Missions

This introductory course helps the student to know whether or not they are actually cut out for a missionary ministry.  What is a call?  How do I recognise the call of God?

Distinguishing a Burden from a Call

Building on the previous class, this topic helps students to recognise the difference between a burden and a call.  Knowing the difference can help students pursue to appropriate manner to fulfil their desire for missions involvement.

Leaving Your Homeland

This class stresses the importance and process of leaving a home country and preparing to live in a different nation.  Both spiritual and natural aspects of this transition are discussed.

Learning a Language

Missions work is most effective when the missionary can speak and think in the language of those he/she is called to serve.  Whilst the learning of specific languages is not taught at this level, the importance and principles of learning a language is stressed.

Missions in Developing Countries versus Missions in Developed Countries

Taught by one who has travelled extensively, this course compares the difference in approach and methods that will be most effective in reaching a variety of cultures and socio-economic levels.

Developing Schools on the Mission Field

The importance and potential for developing both Bible Colleges and education for children is explored in this class.  The purpose of the class is to open the students’ minds to educational possibilities on the mission field.

Term 2

Adapting to Culture

If one desires to be a missionary, he/she must be willing to understand and cope with the culture to which God has called them.  The class will help students to realise that this is of utmost importance in being effective on the mission field.

The Missionary and the Nationals

What good is a missionary if  he/she cannot accept, relate and work with the people of the land where he/she feels called?   Both the challenges and the potential of this relationship are discussed.
Missions: Past, Present and Future

During Term 2, Missions Majors are given the opportunity to do independent research and study on Missions.  Classes are not held each week, but presentation dates are scheduled.  The presentation by each student is to be no more than 15 minutes in length.  Students are encouraged to incorporate any media, visuals or interactive experiences that will enhance their presentations.

Missions Past

Many great missionaries of the past are worthy of study.  Students are asked to pick a missionary of a past century and research their life and ministry.

Missions Present

For this section, students are to pick a mission field that they would like to learn more about.  They are encouraged to contact missionaries serving in this nation.  Presentations should include information about the country and culture as well as information about the work of missionaries in this place.  Students are to present the chosen country in as unique a way as possible and make the presentation so interesting that the rest of the class will want to visit this place.
Missions Future

Looking ahead, students are challenged to put themselves in the missions picture.  This presentation is a chance for students to share their desires and testimony of how God is leading them to missions involvement.

Term 3 

Pioneering

There is a vast difference between going to an established mission field and one that has to be pioneered.  Recognising what a person is cut out for can make the difference between success and failure on the mission field.

Finding Your Place in Missions

Building on the previous class, this topic helps students to become acquainted with the various possibilities and avenues of missions involvement.  The scope of missions involvement continues to broaden making room for a much wider variety of skills and abilities.  Short term versus long term involvement is also discussed.

A Woman’s Role in Missions

Depending on culture, a woman’s role may either be enhanced or curtailed on the mission field.  This is a vital aspect of consecration that needs to be carefully examined by women desiring missions involvement.

Faith Promise/Missions Stewardship

Even missionaries need to be involved in the monetary aspect of supporting missions.  The principles of Faith Promise are explained and the challenge to iniate missions involvement in this manner is recommended.
Child Evangelism Around the World

Realising the importance of training for the future, this class taps into the tremendous potential of reaching the world’s children.  Methods and facilities suitable for different cultures are examined and discussed.

Long Term Commitment
Taught by someone with decades of experience, this class stresses the effectiveness and success that is afforded to God’s Kingdom around the world by the long term commitment of missionaries.  As the saying goes,  “Once a missionary, always a missionary.”
