MUSIC

Term 1

History of Music

This class explores how music has grown, changed and progressed through the ages.  The differences between secular and sacred music are explored and discussed.  
Music Theory I

The basics of music theory are taught in these classes including: note reading, chord sequences, key signatures, scales, transposing, music styles and basic rhythm.

Anointed Music
Realising the importance of music in a church service, this class will inspire students to not only have talent but also God’s anointing on their music efforts. 

Term 2

Composing and Arranging

In these classes, various composers from the past are explored and discussed.  Students are encouraged to use their God-given potential for song writing.  

Understanding Sound Systems

With the growth of technology, it is important for students to have a basic knowledge and understanding of how to use equipment in church services.  This class is a workshop with opportunity for practical experience.

Music Theory II

Further study of chord progressions takes place in this class.  By this point, each student should come to the point of being able to apply the theory in a practical manner with their instrumental lessons.

Starting a Music Ministry

Ideas and potential are explored as individual students consider the possibilities available to them in the church music field.  The practical aspects of initiating a music ministry are discussed.
Organising a Praise and Worship Service

The key word for this class is “organisation”.  Students are taught the importance of planning and communication in the music department of a church as it relates to the entire church.

Working as a Team

The strength of a team ministry is stressed in this class.  People skills and communication play a very vital role in the development of a music team.  

Term 3

Conducting and Orchestration

Both instrumental and vocal conducting is taught in this class.  The importance of leadership is stressed as students learn how to build and lead a choir and/or orchestra.

Spirit Lead Worship

The culmination of all planning and organisation is void without being Spirit-lead.  Although other aspects are important, the leading of the Spirit of God is vital to an effective music ministry.

Music/Drama 
The incorporation of drama in a music ministry is a creative addition that has proved to be effective in a worship service as well as for street evangelism.  Various methods are demonstrated in these classes.
